INTL443 Foreign Intelligence Organizations (3 hours)

This course introduces students to several foreign intelligence organizations
that have played (and continue to play) a significant role in U.S. strategic
intelligence, foreign policy, and national security strategy planning.
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Variables such as each country’s organizational structure, collection methods
within each intelligence discipline, priority targets, and operational strengths
and weaknesses will be assessed.
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Course Scope

As a 400-level course, this course provides a higher level of knowledge
building on the basic material taught at the 300 level. The purpose and
scope of this course is to enable the student to build a deeper understanding
of the structure, function and collection cycle and capabilities within the
Intelligence Community, as well as analytical and operational principles.

Course Objectives

After successfully completing this course, students will be able to:

CO-1 Analyze the ability of the intelligence organizations to conduct
operations within each of the intelligence disciplines and cyberspace.

CO-2 Compare and contrast the capabilities of foreign intelligence
organizations to determine which country poses the greatest threat
to U.S. national security.

CO-3 Develop a plan for a foreign intelligence organization to collect
intelligence against a US or allied nation.

CO-4 Examine the impact of foreign intelligence collection operations
against the US.

CO-5 Describe the difference between foreign allied intelligence
organizations and those of our adversaries.

Course Delivery Method

This course, delivered via distance learning, will enable students to complete
academic work in a flexible manner, completely online. Course resources
and access to an online learning management system will be available to
each student. Online assignments are due by Sunday at 11:55 pm ET and
include all written assignments, examinations, and research papers
submitted for grading. Weekly Forum questions (accomplished in groups in a
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Forum) require an initial response by Thursday at 11:55 pm ET, with all
other required responses due by Sunday at 11:55 pm ET. The assigned
faculty will support the students throughout this eight-week course.

Students are to use the parenthetical form (P)
within the text of the document and the reference list form (R) in providing a
list of sources.

Midterm assignment - Students will be required to prepare a four page
essay.

Progress assignments - Students will be required to prepare an eight
page paper simulating an analytical scenario (no more than ten pages).
Specific instructions to include format and length can be found in the Week
Six “"Assignments” folder in the classroom.

Final assignment - Students will be required to prepare a four-page essay.
Specific instructions to include format and length can be found in the Week
Three “Assignments” folder in the classroom.
