Attribute. Name the tool (ChatGPT,
CoPilot, Gemini, Grammarly, Canva
Magic Write, etc.).

Be Specific. Assemble the details:

B e Date

e Publisher, company, or organization
« URL

C Cite. Pick a citation style (APA, MLA,
Chicago) and assemble the information.

Differentiate and specity context. Add a
D description to indicate the role the Al
played in your work.

Example in Chicago:
 In-text citation: (OpenAl 2024)
« Reference: OpenAl. ChatGPT. Version 4.0. Open Al, May 16th, 2024.
https://www.openai.com/chatGPT. This Al assisted in brainstorming
about how to present ideas on citing Al tools.

Example in APA:
 In-text citation: Grammarly assisted with editing (Grammarly, 2024).

e Reference: Grammarly. (2024). Grammarly (Version 1.0) [Software].
https://www.grammarly.com.

Ask your instructor how they would like
you to credit your Al tools. If using
ChatGPT, CoPilot, Gemini or other similar
tools, you can ask these very tools how to
cite them! Be sure to specify the required
citation style (APA, MLA, Chicago, etc.).
